Making a Christmas Ornament from a Purchased Embroidery Design using FTCU
Most of us have looked at an embroidery design meant to be stitched onto fabric and thought “that you would make a nice Christmas ornament.” In this class you will use FTCU to alter a purchased embroidery design to make a free-standing ornament. Several variations will be included, such as mesh, organza and mylar. The ornaments are designed so that photos, lettering or other embellishments can easily be added. You will create the design in class, but stitch it at home. Photos of sample ornaments are shown below.
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Requirements: 
· You must purchase the design that will be modified (‘Filigree Ornament with Manger’) from Embroidery Library. Choose the smallest size (3.37” x 3.86”) and the appropriate file type for your embroidery machine (pes, jef…). This design is on sale for $1.25 through the end of November. The design is shown below.
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· Bring a laptop with the most recent version of FTCU installed to class. Do not bring your embroidery machine.
· You should understand the difference between a stitch file and an object-based file (waf) and have some knowledge of the FTCU software, such as opening/saving a file and selecting an object.
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
